Are you a victim of Modern Slavery or suspect someone is being exploited?
There continues to be help and support available.

Modern slavery is a harmful and hidden crime and its victims may be especially isolated and hidden from view
during the coronavirus outbreak.
If you are already being supported through the modern slavery victim care contract, the government have now
released new guidance regarding your support.

What is Modern Slavery? Reporting modern slavery

Modern slavery comprises slavery, servitude, You don’t need to be sure that modern slavery is taking
forced and compulsory labour, and human place or fully understand the types and definitions to
trafficking. report your concerns.

A victim is usually used and exploited for someone

else’s gain, without respect for their human rights Are you or someone else in inmediate

Call the police on 101 if you suspect modern slavery but there is no immediate risk of harm.
Call CrimeStoppers on 0800 555 111 if you want to report a modern slavery crime confidentially and anonymously.

The Modern Slavery Helpline: provides victims, the public, statutory agencies and businesses access to information,
support and report a suspicion.

Are you currently being support through the modern slavery victim care contract?

“Individuals supported through the modern slavery victim care contract will be allowed to stay in government-funded safe
accommodation for the next three months.

Through the National Referral Mechanism (NRM) individuals are able to access support including accommodation for at
least 45 days if found to be potential victims. Where they would ordinarily be assisted to move on from their
accommodation, this temporary change will ensure that these individuals remain safely in accommodation. These changes
will take immediate effect.”
